Step 1: from 8th


People will be allowed to leave home for recreation and exercise outdoors with their household or support bubble, if they are eligible for one, or with one person from outside their household



No in person student group actvity permited  


Step 2: No earlier than 12th April 


As above


Step 3: No earlier than 17th May 


Most legal restrictions on meeting others outdoors will be lifted - although gatherings of over 30 people will remain illegal. Indoors, the Rule of 6 or 2 households will apply - we will keep under review whether it is safe to increase this.



Student groups can meet outdoors in groups of up to 30 and indoors in groups of 6 inline wiht the rule of 6.
Activity must pass through sign off process 


Step 4: No earlier 21st Jun








Group activity can resume as normal. Activtity must be booked on and risk assesed, signed off before it is advertised


Step 1.2: No earlier than 29 March 


Student groups can meet outdoors in groups of 6.
Outdoor orgnaised Sport can take place in groups greater than 6 inline wiht NGB guidance. 
Activity must pass through sign off process 


Outdoor gatherings (including in private gardens) of either 6 people (the Rule of 6) or 2 households will also be allowed, making it easier for friends and families to meet outside.


Indoor leisure facilities such as gyms will also reopen (but only for use by people on their own or in household groups); as will most outdoor attractions and settings including outdoor hospitality venues, zoos, theme parks, and drive-in cinemas


The government hopes to be in a position to remove all legal limits on social contact.
